	Introduction:

Class routine- Greeting: Good morning, boys and girls! I am glad to see you! How are you? 
Brainstorming: Working with pictures. 
 [W, D] Students look at the pictures and try to guess the theme of the lesson.
Teacher: Students, tell me, what is the theme of our lesson?
Students: Illnesses and ailments. [T-S]

	Realization of the meaning: 

 [W,G, D]Presentation and drilling of the new words. Dividing into 2 groups by counting from 1 to 2.

Matching the pictures with their words. Students match the pictures with their names and check each other by ready answers. [S-S]

Descriptor: a learner

· finds pictures;

· reads words;

· finds an appropriate picture to the word

Drilling the new words with “Changing emotions” strategy. 
Teacher reads the new words and students repeat the words after the teacher by changing their faces. The 1st group: repeats the words with happy face, 2nd group: repeats the words with angry face.  [T-S]
Assessment: Thumb assessment: Learners assess each other by their thumbs when the group does the task correctly

[P,W, E]. Playing the game "Hot Seat". Students work in pairs. One of them will sit on the Hot chair. The students in the hot chair listens to his mate and tries to guess the words, which their mates show by gestures or mimes. Then the mates change their places. [S-S.] 
Descriptor: a learner

- reads the word;

- shows the word with gestures or mime;

- guesses the word 
Assessment: Learners assess each other by clapping hands when learner do the task correctly

Teacher’s assessment: giving presents: the first winners take sweets. 
Reading the text about Home remedies.

Pre-reading: Showing the picture of the Home remedy.  
Asking questions: What picture is it? What about are we going to read?
Finding the meanings of the given words.
While - reading: putting the passages in the right order.

Post-reading: Think- pair- share. 
Students choose the right word individually, then discuss them with his\ her pair, after it, they discuss them in their groups. 

Differentiation: High motivated learner reads the text to the group, scaffolding by giving prompts, dictionaries for low level, middle level.

Assessment: Students assess themselves by ready answers.
[W,D]Presentation and drilling of the modal verbs: mustn’t (prohibition), need (necessity), should (for advice). Teacher reads and demonstrates the modal verbs. Students give their own sentences using modal verbs. [T-S].
Assessment: Smile assessment.
Listening the dialogue. 

Pre- listening: Showing the picture of the headache.

Asking questions: What is it?

What about are we going to listen?

While listening:

Asking question: What’s wrong with Sam?
Post- listening: What does Ann advice to him?

[G, M ]Role playing. Students act out a similar dialogue using new words and modal verbs. [S-S]
Descriptor: a learner:

· remembers the dialogue;

· uses the new words;

· uses the modal verbs;

· demonstrates the dialogue.
Assessment: Sandwich assessment
[P,W, f]Back chain. The teacher divides students in two circles. [S-S]

Students work in pairs. Students share their own home remedies. They  use the new  words and modal verbs written on the board. Then students move one step to the right side. [S-S]
Descriptors: a Learner:

· reads the new words from the board
· chooses the right modal verb;
· shares his\her own home remedy
Differentiation: if a learner has difficulties in answer, his partner will help him.
Assessment: Peer assessment according to the descriptors. [S-S]
