[bookmark: _GoBack]English lesson plan for 5th grade using integrated digital tools: Quizlet, Wordwall and Padlet.
Purpose:
— development of reading literacy (understanding the text, working with vocabulary, reflection).
1. General information
- Class: 5
- Duration: 45 minutes
Subject: "A Day at the Farm"
- Objectives:
- educational: to develop the ability to understand short text in English (main idea, key details, inference);
  - Lexical: learn 8-10 lexical units on a topic (animals, actions, place);
  - communicative: formulate a brief oral/written opinion about what you have read;
  - Digital: master interactive tasks on Quizlet, Wordwall and collaboration on Padlet.
2. Necessary materials and preparation
- Equipment: computer / tablet / smartphone (individually or in pairs by class), projector for demonstration.
- Accounts/links: prepared sets on Quizlet and Wordwall, pre-created Padlet (with "students can write" settings).
- Printed copies of the text — in case of network problems.
- Timer (on the phone/in the classroom).
3. Sample text (150-180 words)
A Day at the Farm
Tom and his family go to a farm every summer. The farm is near a small river. In the morning they feed the chickens and collect eggs. There are cows in the big field. The cows give milk. Tom helps his sister to pick apples from the tree. They see a brown horse and a white sheep. In the afternoon they walk to the river and have a picnic. Tom likes the fresh air and the quiet place. He always takes pictures of the animals. At the end of the day they buy fresh bread and cheese from the farmer. Tom is happy and wants to visit the farm again.
4. Lesson progress (by time)
A. Organizational moment + goal setting (3 min)
- Greeting, the purpose of the lesson: “Today we will read a short text about a farm, learn new words and share our ideas.”
B. Warming up / activating vocabulary (8 min) — Quizlet (start)
- Create a Quizlet set (8-10 words) before the lesson: chicken, egg, cow, milk, apple, horse, sheep, river, picnic, farmer.
- Activity: 3-4 minutes — Learn or Flashcards mode (quick introduction); 4 minutes — Match or Gravity (game check).
- Organization: individually or in pairs; show progress on the interactive panel.
C. Pre-reading (5 min)
- Brief conversation: "Where is the farm? What can we do on a farm?"
- Forecasting: students guess what the text will be about based on words from the Quizlet.
D. Text reading + "while-reading" (12 min) — combined
- 1st reading: the teacher reads aloud, the students follow the text (2 min).
- 2nd reading: the students read the text themselves (independently or in pairs) (3-4 min).
- While they are reading — Wordwall assignments (active station): prepare 2-3 interactive Wordwall assignments:
- matching (word — picture),
  - multiple choice (text-based questions),
  - true/false or gap-fill (insert missing words).
- Students switch to the Wordwall station one at a time or work on their devices (6-7 minutes). The teacher is watching, helping.
Examples of questions on Wordwall (multiple choice / true-false):
- Where is the farm? a) in the city b) near a small river c) on a mountain
- True or False: Tom hates the fresh air. (False)
- Who gives milk? (cow)
E. Post—reading / deepening (10 min) - Padlet (collective reflection) + oral work
- Padlet structure: four columns/sections:
1) New words — the student writes 1 word + translation/drawing.
  2) Interesting sentence - copies the sentence and explains why.
  3) Question — writes a question based on the text.
  4) My opinion / rating (My opinion) — 1-2 sentences: “I like the farm because ... / I would/would not like to visit.”
- Organization: students take turns adding 1-2 notes (in pairs if there are few devices). The teacher asks 3-4 students to read their notes aloud and comments.
- Additionally: you can ask to draw a mini-comic or paste a photo (if possible).
F. Reflection and learning control (5 min)
- Exit ticket: a short survey on the Wordwall (a quick quiz of 3 questions) or the teacher asks you to write one sentence on the Padlet: “The main idea is...” or leave a smiley face /rating mark.
- Quick feedback from the teacher: what turned out well, what to refine.
5. Assessment and criteria (formative)
- Form: observation + Wordwall/Quizlet results + Padlet entries.
- Criteria (simplified heading):
  - Text comprehension: correctly answers 3-4 basic questions (3 points).
  - Vocabulary work: uses/recognizes 6/8 words (2 points).
  - Participation in Padlet / oral comments: adequate, coherent statement (1-2 points).
- The result: verbally / in writing — the mark "Excellent / Good / Need to work."
6. Differentiation
- For strong students: give inference assignments (Why do they buy bread and cheese?) and ask them to make 3-4 suggestions about another place (e.g., “A day at the zoo").
- For the weak: printout of text with pictures and a list of words with translation; pair work with a teacher; extended time label on Wordwall.
- Without devices: divide the class into 3 stations: teacher/cards (Quizlet is replaced by cards), Wordwall — wall poster with assignments, Padlet — paper "sticker" -Padlet.
7. Homework assignment
- Option A (digital): repeat the Quizlet set (Learn mode) and write 3 sentences on the Padlet/notebook: “I would like to visit a farm because...”
- Option B (paper): rewrite 5 sentences from the text, match them with pictures and learn 10 words.
8. Technical instructions and tips
- 2-3 days before the lesson: create a Quizlet set (call it by a clear name, for example, “A Day at the Farm”), Wordwall activities (using the templates: Match, Quiz, Gap Fill) and Padlet (sections as above); check public access or link access.
- In the lesson: open all the links in advance, upload the text to the classroom screen; distribute QR codes/links to students.
- Fallback: printed material, cards, designated stations.
9. Examples of tasks (briefly)
- Quizlet: Words + flashcards, Match activity.
- Wordwall: 8 multiple-choice questions; 6 matching (word-picture); gap-fill: "Tom and his family go to a _____ every summer" (farm).
- Padlet-post: «My favourite animal from the text is… because..." (1-2 sentences).
10. Advice to the teacher
- Keep up the pace and clear instructions: who does what, how much time.
- Use the timer and show the progress.
- Get children interested: add pictures, short audio (reading text).
- After the lesson, analyze the results of the Wordwall/ Quizlet (they save statistics) and adjust the subsequent plans.

He likes school because he learns new things and sees his friends.

Before they leave, Anna buys a small toy elephant from the gift shop. She is happy and wants to come again next month.

At lunch they eat fish and chips under a big umbrella. In the afternoon they play beach volleyball and take photos. In the evening they watch the beautiful sunset and walk on the pier. Anna enjoys the fresh sea air and the sound of the waves. At night they listen to stories and fall asleep early after a long day at the seaside.
