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The most important task of teaching a foreign language is the development of the student’s personality, able and willing to participate in intercultural communication, the development of creative abilities. To form motivation, it is necessary, first of all, to create conditions for the emergence of internal motivations for learning, for students to realize them and for further self-development of motivational spheres. This article presents the experience of developing students’ interest in learning English and social activities. For the development of cognitive motives, various methods and techniques are used, including fairy tales, non-standard forms of conducting lessons, unusual forms of presenting the studied material, participation in competitions, research activities, project work, extracurricular work in English. The inclusion of students in educational activities is carried out on the basis of a system-activity approach, which allows organizing the processes of motivating students, building and adjusting methods of action in conditions of frontal, group and individual work, organizing reflection, selfcontrol, self-assessment and communicative interaction. Modern technologies open up great opportunities in school practice. The use of ICT in the classroom improves the effectiveness of the educational process, forms a positive motivation for studying the subject and contributes to the development of cognitive activity and independence. The above techniques motivate students not only in English lessons, but also in social activities, because.acquiring the skills of foreign language speech, the child learns the norms of etiquette, the rules of communication, the culture of behavior not only of another country, but also of his own. Working on projects, the children learn to cooperate, understand each other, help, find information, which plays an important role in socialization and social activities, and also contributes to the creation of a healthy, emotionally rich climate, both in the classroom and in the social life of students. Many students in adolescence have problems with academic performance and in social life. Often this is not due to the child’s working capacity or his intellectual capabilities, but to a sharp drop in interest in learning, as well as the lack or poorly developed communication skills, and a decrease in motivation for educational and social activities. Feeds and maintains motivation tangible, real, milestone and final success. If there is no success, then motivation fades, and this negatively affects the performance of activities. The problem of motivation in learning arises in every school subject. In the relevant methods and manuals, methods for its development and stimulation have been developed, taking into account the specifics of the subject. However, the problem of motivation for learning foreign languages is especially acute. The most important task of teaching a foreign language is the development of the student’s personality, able and willing to participate in intercultural communication, the development of creative abilities. In order to solve this problem, it is necessary to captivate the child, to interest the subject. At the same time, it is noteworthy that before the moment of learning a foreign language and at the very beginning, students, as a rule, have high motivation. Almost everyone has a desire to speak a foreign language, to be able to communicate. But as soon as the process itself begins, the attitude of students changes, many are disappointed due to the fact that the material is “difficult” and you have to spend a lot of time and effort. Psychologists rightly argue that the transfer of knowledge from a teacher to a student, bypassing his (the student’s) own activity of mastering knowledge, is not possible.The dominant motives of students’ learning activities should be the motives for learning about the world around them. At the same time, it is important that students master the actions and methods of this cognition, so that they have the motives for their self-fulfillment as individuals in the first place. Thus, motivation is, first of all, the result of a person’s internal needs, his interests and emotions, goals and objectives, the presence of motives aimed at activating his activity. Recognizing the leading role of motivation in teaching a foreign language, the teacher needs to imagine the ways and methods of its formation in the school environment. In order to form motivation, it is necessary, first of all, to create conditions for the emergence of internal motivations for learning, their awareness by the students themselves and further self-development of the motivational sphere. A large role in maintaining and maintaining interest in the subject at the middle level, transferring education from teaching to managing students’ independent educational and cognitive activity belongs to non-standard forms of the lesson. A non-standard lesson includes the most diverse, emotionally vivid, non-traditional teaching methods and techniques that not only increase the motivation for learning children, but also serve to develop abilities: the ability to recite poems, developing pronunciation skills, to stage a particular situation, both literary and life , to sing in a foreign language, the ability to respond and give №12 (119), желтоқсан 2022 жыл 47 №1 бөлім their assessment in a conversation, to report information about events and facts, to observe speech etiquette, to become widely acquainted with the traditions, customs and cultural heritage of English-speaking countries. All activities of students in the classroom are subordinated to the main communicative goal of teaching English. A variety of activities form interdisciplinary skills through filling out electronic questionnaires; work with the train schedule; work with a weather forecast map; work with geographical maps; work with English-language sites. To prepare for the statement in the lesson, I use Internet resources that help to compose an informative message, a complete answer on a given topic, for example, messages on the topic “English holidays”, “Great Britain”, “Australia and New Zealand”, etc.).Statements (monologic, dialogic) based on information taken from the network are distinguished by a more complete answer and increased interest of students in the topic. These lessons are held within the framework of the themes of the school curriculum, but include a wide variety of additional material, thereby expanding the lexical and speech base of students, bringing their abilities to a higher level of foreign language proficiency. In the lessons of systematization and generalization of knowledge, we directly turn to various sources of information that are interesting to students and contribute to gaining life experience. An independent search for the necessary information on English-language and thematic sites helps to form compensatory, sociocultural competencies, develops the ability to organize independent work. In my work, I use the “KVN Lesson”, “Lesson-competition”, the lesson “Review of Knowledge”, “Festival Hour”, “Lesson - Journey”, in which the guys feel more relaxed, there is not a single indifferent student, everyone tries contribute to this lesson. A foreign language lesson can traditionally begin with phonetic exercises or with a speech warm-up. But, given the peculiarities of the schedule and workload of children, why not turn the beginning of the lesson into a small joy for students? Hangman game. The children guess the word by letter. If this letter is not in the word, then the teacher draws one of the elements. Children win if they guess the word before the teacher completes their drawing. The children will not even notice how the repetition of the studied lexical units quickly passes in such an entertaining form. Crosses and Noughts game. The class is divided into two teams: tic-tac-toe. Each cell of the field contains a task (the task depends on the goal of the teacher), which takes 15-20 seconds to complete. If a team member at the blackboard performs this task, then he has the right to put a cross or a zero in the desired cell. Examples of tasks: name / write three forms of the verb; name prepositions for verbs; translate expressions; find an error in the sentence, etc. This type of assignment not only makes it possible to repeat the material, but also creates a relaxed atmosphere in the lesson. The use of quizzes in the classroom helps to make interdisciplinary connections. Quiz questions may include information and material learned in previous lessons. Chemistry or geometry in English arouses surprise and interest among the children, and the teacher is given a good opportunity to «switch» students to their subject. Unfortunately, our students are used to the fact that all their lessons are held at their desks. Of course, this is a very convenient way to position students in the classroom.On the other hand, changing the familiar environment arouses the curiosity of students, liberates them and creates a relaxed atmosphere. We must not forget that every teacher in his lesson is an actor and his place at the blackboard is the stage. The success of the lesson depends on how he plays in the lesson. But this does not mean that children cannot take part in the «performance» either. The dramatization technique has been used in educational and extracurricular work for a long time, but its forms depend on the imagination of the teacher and students. You can increase interest in a foreign language, increase motivation not only in the classroom, but also in extracurricular activities, which can take place in various forms. An additional reserve of time for successful mastering and maintaining interest in the English language is circle work. The main thing in the work of the circle is the collective creativity of children, their initiative and independence. Since 2010 I teach English classes in kindergarten, grades 1 and 8. For children of 6-7 years of age, the very concept of «English» is of interest, especially foreign speech. Memorization occurs at the emotional and associative level. Here it is important to fix speech patterns for associations. Therefore, I use visual material, musical techniques, staging mini-dialogues with toys, songs. For example, to learn “What is your name?” “How old are you?”, “Where do you live?” I use a song about Barbie with a presentation of dolls. We remember the names of animals with the help of toys that children bring from home or are in a group. Eighth graders, having certain communication and research skills, create projects about English-speaking countries, which allows creating a speech environment for improving the speech skills and abilities of students, improves the quality of their knowledge. Another form of extracurricular activities is the English Language Week. Activities are organized taking into account the age and psychological characteristics of students.The guys create a festive atmosphere with their own hands: balloons, newspapers, crosswords, names of offices, greeting each other - everything is in English. Members of the circle «Fabulous English» prepare presentations and speeches about England, America, Canada, Australia, Ireland, New Zealand for younger students. The kids listen with great interest and ask questions. Every day they plunge into the environment of a different culture and people. Second-graders show their first steps in the country of language skills. Third and fourth graders showcase their theatrical and linguistic skills in English-language productions. The middle-level guys recite poems, sing songs, participate in quizzes and competitions. Such techniques and methods help students overcome the fear of failure and actively participate in competitions, olympiads, and championships of various levels. The possibility of using ICT tools in teaching a Шетел тілі 48 foreign language is extremely wide. The inclusion of students in educational activities is carried out on the basis of a system-activity approach, which allows organizing the processes of motivating students, building and correcting methods of action in the conditions of frontal, group and individual work, organizing reflection, selfcontrol, self-assessment and communicative interaction. The computer can be effectively used to get acquainted with new language material, at the stage of training, at the stage of applying the formed knowledge, skills, abilities and at the stage of their control, as well as in a wide variety of communicative tasks and situations, taking into account the personal characteristics of the trainees. The project method is such an organization of learning in which students acquire knowledge in the creative process of planning and independently performing practical tasks. As a result of the project work, students develop the following skills: plan your work, calculating in advance the possible results; use different sources of information; independently select and accumulate material; analyze, compare facts; argue opinion; establish social contacts (distribute responsibilities, interact with each other); create a “final product” - the carrier of project activities; present what has been created to students; evaluate yourself and others. I consider the above methods to be effective and contribute to the creation of a healthy, emotionally rich climate, both in the classroom and in the social life of students. The conditions of modern life bring to the fore not diligence, but initiative, which must be purposefully, consistently formed, since it is this personality trait that guarantees success in life, mobility, readiness to solve various kinds of problems. Allowing the student to independently invent or discover something, we develop his creative activity, motivating him for positive success in educational and social activities. Literature 1.
