Lead in: 

Learners draw one big circle in the center and 8 small circles around a big circle, then they write  in the middle of the circle a word SUN. Learners should think over and try to guess the topic of the lesson.

Main activity:

Vocabulary introduction

Learners get small cards with words and look at the video presentation and read the names of the solar system planets, after that they read the main information about solar system planets and pay special attention to the order of the planets from the sun.

Mercury - Меркурий

Venus - Венера

Earth - Земля

Mars - Марс

Jupiter - Юпитер

Saturn - Сатурн

Uranus - Уран

Neptune - Нептун

Pluto – Плутон

Learners watch video and listen to the song “The Solar System song”. Learners should notice the order of the solar system planets.
