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Developing  a creative environment in English classes for Yessenov University students can help stimulate the imagination, inspiration and creativity of participants. Under the creative atmosphere, we mean psychologically favorable conditions for achieving learning goals (training, developing, educational and upbringing). The dominant role in creating psychologically comfortable conditions belongs to the teacher. A high level of personal comfort for each of the participants in the educational process, i.e. teacher and student is very important. Both its creation and constant support depend, first of all, on the teacher. You should not engage in the re-education of a student in class: as you know, you can re-educate only one person - yourself. A teacher is, first of all, a person who sees the creative, intellectual resources of a student, determines the level of his current development and helps determine the prospects for growth. Of course, the relationship between teacher and student must be built on trust.
The modern system of education at the university forms not only a new type of student, but also a teacher of a new type, and the teacher also forms and creates this system, traditions and innovations.[1, 138] relationships that develop in the process of interpersonal communication. If they develop harmoniously between the participants of communication, then progress is also observed in their joint activities.
In the second semester for students of the specialty "Foreign Languages" classes were held according to the Lesson project Study , where classes in all disciplines were conducted according to the same methodology for three weeks. The most interesting methods were involved: Communicative method , PPP , TTT , Think - Pair - Share , TBL . Teachers had to create an atmosphere in which students would be during the entire period of study, i.e. acquire new knowledge, gain practical skills, learn professional communication, etc. Create a comfortable and inspiring study space. Post drawings, photographs, quotes, or other objects and items that may spark interest and stimulate the imagination.
The student must be sure that, fulfilling all the requirements of the teacher, he forms the skills and abilities necessary for her professional activity. Obviously, the foundation of trust and academic success is the emotional contact between the teacher and the student. In addition, each lesson should be saturated with new information, not only professional, but also personally oriented , so that the student understands that this lesson, like any other, is important for his personal, mental improvement.
Thus, the university teacher faces a number of complex tasks. The teacher must create a positive attitude towards learning activities at the university level, constantly increase self-esteem and self-esteem of students, stimulate curiosity and interest, and increase motivation. He should think that the content of the lesson and the method of its presentation are interesting to students, encourage them to think, compare, analyze and synthesize educational material .
As you know, an important task of a teacher in modern conditions is to teach students to cooperate and work in a team ( team - work ), while relying on the strengths of each participant. Teamwork should be taught in the classroom using modern teaching methods, including, for example, when preparing a topic in the form of a presentation or when developing a project. In this case, the teacher should give students information about how to prepare a presentation or project, what accents to make, what facts to highlight, including in colors. When giving a presentation in a group, students should speak freely about the topic, and not read information from the interactive whiteboard. The topic should contain problematic questions addressed to classmates so that all students really take part in the study of new material. You can add videos, animations, and interesting pictures to your presentation, and use the interactive whiteboard to display everything on the screen. With the correct design of the presentation, the attention and interest of students in the topic of the lesson is guaranteed.
A modern teacher should teach students to think, to express their point of view, without experiencing feelings of insecurity or fear of being ridiculed. Any student's opinion is worthy of respect - and all students of the group should feel it. It is necessary to cultivate in the group the desire and need to ask questions, the readiness to answer the questions of the teacher and fellow students. Of course, for this, students must have a good understanding of the topic, logically and convincingly present the material in a presentation or report, use additional sources of information in order to make the message more interesting for all students.
To prepare a presentation, message, abstract, students should be recommended information and reference resources of the Internet, websites, etc. The use of digital technologies allows us to solve not only educational problems, but also educational and upbringing ones. Digital technologies allow, firstly, to use materials of different content and form belonging to some authors; secondly, they provide students and educators with the opportunity to create their own products that can not only be used by themselves in the educational process, but also offer these products to other Internet users; they also ensure the effectiveness and success of the educational process; thirdly, they awaken the creative thought of the process, thirdly, they awaken creative thought.
Today, students and teachers have the opportunity to use the products of GG technologies to achieve their learning goals not only in the process of preparing for classes, but also directly during the learning process. We are talking about the content of various copyright sites, curricula, educational and literary texts, sites of domestic and foreign newspapers, webinars, video conferences, etc.
It is important to use in the classroom not entertaining techniques and games, but such tasks that, first of all, teach practical skills. The teacher needs to choose such teaching methods so that the student can achieve success, create the opportunity to re-learn the material. Weak students are encouraged to use specific material, study each aspect separately, while the teacher can prepare special tasks for lagging students. It is also necessary to practice working in groups and pairs of mixed composition, to offer students game tasks that will allow them to show their creative potential.[3, 57]
The teacher should teach students to organize themselves and their work. Good discipline and a creative atmosphere in the classroom happens when the teacher has the ability to organize the purposeful activities of students, clearly define the purpose and objectives of the learning tasks at each stage of the lesson, and involve each student in creative work.
Much depends on the ability of the teacher to organize himself and his work, aimed at managing the cognitive activity of students.
In each group there are students who are less interested than everyone else, for a number of reasons, in your lesson. This is reflected in their behavior in class. In this case, emphasize the need to stop specific problem behaviors rather than expressing dislike in general. The ability to prevent negative behavior is one of the most important organizational skills of a teacher. Experts believe that most of the problems associated with behavior in the classroom arise due to the fact that  students either do not know the rules and do not follow them, or they are not interested in the lesson, or ... In this case, one should try to involve such students in search, thinking activities, praise them for the slightest success in completing the task . All students have the right to  be treated with dignity and respect. The teacher must show students that he cares about their development. Praise them for the slightest progress in the right direction, for positive behavioral tendencies.
The teacher’s personality  is the bearer of culture. His/her moral character, the level of his/her cultural development characterize his value orientations and life priorities, which, in turn, have a certain impact on students .[4, 275]
Thus, in order to achieve a creative working atmosphere in the classroom, which also implies a work culture and discipline, the teacher must first of all clearly formulate his requirements. Students must clearly understand all the requirements for classes and norms of behavior. In addition, conditions should be created to improve the quality of knowledge, for this the teacher must take into account the abilities and interests of all students.
In the most general sense, teachers understand the work culture as the discipline of students in the classroom and obedience to the rules adopted at the university. The student is obliged to observe discipline so that the teacher can teach, and the group and each student individually learn the learning material. Thus, we see the main meaning of the discipline in providing the teacher with a creative, creative atmosphere in the group.
Developing  a creative atmosphere in the classroom is the main task of the teacher, while we are talking, first of all, about the formation of a culture of mental activity among students and a culture of work in general. As you know, work culture includes a set of personal and gradually developed qualities of a person, technological discipline, i.e. strict observance of the most rational technology for performing work and requirements for its quality. It is important to remember that each participant may have their own preferences and inspirations, so it is better to offer a variety of methods and ways to develop a creative atmosphere so that everyone can find something for themselves
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
