Space junk
Can you  imagine a plastic bag or a frying pan floating around in space? Litter in space is called “space junk”. It includes large objects like satellites or broken bits of rockets, very small objects such as little bits of paint, and also objects that astronauts drop. Scientists think there are around 3,000 dead satellites, 30,000 big space junk pieces (bigger than 10 cm), and millions of smaller objects all floating in space! What is the problem with space junk? Things move at thousands of kilometers an hour when they are in space. If something small hits a satellite at that speed, it can do a lot of damage. If it hits an astronaut, it can kill him or her. Scientists are trying to remove junk from space. They use nets and big magnets to catch satellites. They also use lasers to push objects out of orbit. However, there isn’t a method to pick up small pieces of rubbish. We can only hope they enter the Earth’s atmosphere and burn.
